They also wear T-shirts or badges that say “Kiss me, I’m Irish!”
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 St Patrick’s Day celebrations are so much fun, that “Everyone is Irish on St Patrick’s Day!”
SYMBOLS OF IRELAND
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The shamrock is the national symbol of Ireland. Shamrocks bring good luck. Legend says that if you find a four-leaf shamrock and you put it in your shoe under your heel you will marry the first person you’ll meet.

Leprechauns are fairies from Irish legends that live in the woods in Ireland and make shoes all day long. They usually look like old men in green coats with a long orange beard and a green hat. Legend says that they have a pot of gold at the end of a rainbow. If you follow the rainbow, you can try to catch them. If you catch a leprechaun, it must give you its pot of gold and grant you three wishes with its magic. But beware: Leprechauns are tricksters! They always try to trick you out of your wishes.
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The Irish flag is green, white and orange. The green stripe symbolizes the people of the South (Catholic) and the orange stripe symbolizes the people of the North (Protestants). The white stripe in between the two represents the peace between them.
